Donald Levy joined the Levy group in 1974 as a warehouse manager.  For the first 10 years he took over the domestic production and established the company's first owned factories in the state of Alabama.  During that period he was honored by Governor George Wallace and appointed honorary Lt. Colonel in Alabama State Militia for rapid employment growth.  Mr. Levy was also honored by the Ort Foundation for his work in the industry.

The next 10 years Mr. Levy moved to the New York office and became the

Executive Vice President.  He was in charge of the operations of the business, including: design, finance, production and sales.  During these years he moved production offshore.  He became the first person to import apparel from the Ukraine and was an advisor to the Ukraine government in bilateral trade negotiations with the U.S..
The following ten years Mr. Levy became President and CEO of the Levy Group.  During this time he led the company to license a variety of high profile brands and doubled the sales volume of the company.  Mr. Levy became the first importer of outerwear to the U.S from Vietnam.  He also was an advisor to the Vietnam government and the U. S. Government in their bilateral trade negotiations. 

Mr. Levy serves as a Chairman of the Board of the THANC Foundation and he also serves on the board of the Educational Foundation for the Fashion Industry benefiting the Fashion Institute of Technology.

Mr. Levy resides in Cresskill, New Jersey with his wife and three children.
